While Greenspan has exhibited some resistance 
to brown patch, it is best used in conjunction with 
other more resistant cultivars in areas susceptible 
to extensive brown patch.

For ideal turf, plant Greenspan on fertile, neutral 
pH soils during the cooler seasons of the year, 
such as spring and fall.  If needing to plant during 
other times, plan on additional overseeding.  
For a thick, lush turf, seed at these rates:

New Lawns:  7-10
